Mercer is heading into its series against the Bulldogs after a 12-day layoff, but has won
five of its last six conference games.  The Bears put together a nice three-game sweep over
Kennesaw State their last time out.  In the series opener, Brantley New tossed a gem allow-
ing one run on five hits and one walk in eight innings while striking out seven.  With the
game tied at one, Steve Karwatt registered his team-high, seventh game-winning RBI with
a sacrifice fly in the eighth inning propelling Mercer to a 2-1 win.  In the second game the
Bears found themselves down by three, but put together a three-run sixth inning paced by
Josh Thompson’s two-run homer.  The Bears played small ball to push across the go-ahead
run as Matt Crawford led off the seventh with an infield single, stole second and advanced
to third on an error.  Billy Shaughnessy then drove him in with a double to give Mercer a
4-3 win.  The Bears completed the sweep by pounding out 20 hits and 13 runs en route to
a 13-7 win in the series finale.  Among the highlights in game three included Crawford (4-
for-6, 2 R, 1 2B), Shaughnessy (4-for-5, 3 R, 2 RBI, 3-3 SB), Mike Amrstrong (3-for-5, 3
R, 2 RBI) and Eric Renfroe (3-for-4, 3 RBI, 1 R).  Crawford and Shaughnessy led the way
over the weekend.  Shaughnessy went 8-for-13 (.615) with four RBIs, four runs scored,
three doubles and was 3-for-3 in stolen base attempts.  Crawford chipped in going 6-for-
14 (.429) while scoring four runs, notching one double and a stolen base.

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Mercer head coach Craig Gibson has
helped put the Bears among the elite squads in
the Atlantic Sun Conference heading into 2007.
Last season, Gibson led Mercer to its best fin-
ish since 1999, earning a 34-26 mark and a
third-place finish in the conference.
Highlighting the season were victories over No.

1 Florida and No. 1 Clemson.  Closer Andrew Urena finished sec-
ond in the nation in saves with 15, and earned All-America honors
from several publications.  Urena was chosen by the Chicago
White Sox during the 11th round of the June major league base-
ball draft.  Brantley New was also drafted last June in the 27th
round by the Boston Red Sox, but elected to return to Mercer for
his senior year.  The Bears also finished over .500 in back-to-back
seasons for the first time since 1982-83.  Due to the recent success,
Gibson has been able to land top-flight recruits, as Collegiate
Baseball tabbed Mercer’s 2007 recruiting class among the nation’s
top tier.

In 2005, Gibson guided the Bears back above .500, mark-
ing the first time Mercer had finished the season with a winning
record since 1999.  In the process, the Bears set a new school
record with eight shutouts and defeated Southwest Missouri State,
who finished the season ranked in the Top 25.

Gibson became the third head coach at Mercer
University since 1948 at the start of the 2004 season.  Barry Myers
hung up his spikes after 26 years at Mercer and the Bears did not
have to go far to find their new leader.  

In his first campaign as head coach, Gibson led his young 

squad to a 20-35 record, a nine-win improvement from the previ-
ous season.  The 2004 Bears had just three seniors on the roster,
and of the eight juniors on the squad, only one had played for
Mercer in 2003.  The rest of the junior class had transferred to
Mercer looking for a chance to win.

Mercer opened the 2004 season with a victory over
Florida A&M for Gibson’s first career win on January 24, 2004.
On March 20, 2004, the Bears defeated Jacksonville 2-0, for
Gibson’s first Atlantic Sun Conference victory.  The Bears won
two of three games against Troy on April 23-24, 2004 for the first
conference series win during the Craig Gibson Era.

Gibson started his career at Mercer as a player.
His junior year, the hard-hitting first baseman earned Atlantic Sun
Conference Player of the Year honors, while leading the Bears to
the Atlantic Sun Tournament and a second-place finish in the reg-
ular season.

Following his playing career, Gibson served as
a graduate assistant coach on Myers’ staff.  He then took over as
the head baseball coach at Jupiter Community High School in
Jupiter, Fla., for two years before moving over to Suncoast
Community High School in Riviera Beach, Fla., for one season.
Gibson wrapped up his high school coaching career in 1993 as the
head coach at Palm Beach Gardens High School in Palm Beach,
Fla.

In August 1993, Gibson got the call to come home and
serve as an assistant under Myers.  With his strong ties to Mercer
and a wealth of coaching experience, it made Athletics Director
Bobby Pope’s choice an easy one when he elevated Gibson to the
head job following Myers resignation.

During his time as an assistant, Gibson coached four
players who were drafted by the Major Leagues and helped lead
Mercer to two A-Sun divisional titles.  The Bears also advanced to
the A-Sun Tournament three times, finishing as high as third in
1999.  The 1999 team was one of the best Gibson worked with,
finishing in a tie for third place in the A-Sun at 19-11 and going
36-24 overall.

Since 1994, he has also been involved in helping
fundraising for Mercer athletics, serving as director of the athletic
department annual fund.

On top of his victories on the field, Gibson was a winner
in the classroom, earning a bachelor’s degree in history and health,
physical education and recreation, and a master’s of education in
social science from Mercer.  

A native of Macon, Ga., Gibson and his wife Diane have
two children, Tyler and Lindsey.

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A Look at the Bulldogs

Gardner-Webb (21-28, 8-13) enters this weekend’s series on a
bit of a hot streak having won seven of its last eight contests.  The
Bulldogs have not shied away from top-notch competition this season
competing against six nationally-ranked teams.  Early in the season, they
were defeated by No. 25 Winthrop 6-1, lost two games at No. 20 NC
State, 8-0 and 10-3, and were edged at No. 1 North Carolina, 4-2.  GWU
surprised many when they took two of three games at No. 22 Georgia in
mid-March, but were handed a 14-2 loss  at No. 11 Clemson a few
weeks later.  Conference foe Stetson was ranked No. 23 when hosting
Gardner-Webb  and lived up to its billing sweeping the three-game series
by a combined score of 38-7.  Besides UGA, the only common oppo-
nents GWU and Mercer have faced are A-Sun foes.  The Bulldogs
opened conference play getting swept versus ETSU, but rebounded to
win two of three over Lipscomb.  They proceeded to lose their next three
series at the hands of Belmont, Stetson and Jacksonville, but has won
their last two series over Kennesaw State and Campbell.

The Bulldogs possess a great amount of team speed evidenced
by their 111 stolen bases which leads the conference handily and ranks
ninth in the country at 2.27 swipes per game.  Junior Jamall Kinard leads
the A-Sun with 26 and comes in 26th in the nation.  Sophomore Daniel
Cooke has racked up 19 and fellow sophomore Jon Ahearn has garnered
17 stolen bases.  GWU also leads the Atlantic Sun in triples with 20and
ranks 35th in the NCAA with 0.38 per contest.  Sophomores Matt
Rizzuto and Brock Miller each have four three baggers to lead the squad. 

Senior Matt Tafazzoli leads the pitching staff having notched
the Bulldogs only A-Sun Player of the Week honor for his efforts in a
17-inning win over Georgia.  The Bulldogs sit in 10th in team ERA in
the Atlantic Sun.

Rusty Stroupe is in his fifth season at the helm of the Bulldogs’
program.  Coming into this season, Stroupe sported a record of 117-109
at GWU and is 430-293 in 15 seasons overall.

MACON, Ga. - The Mercer baseball squad took the
first game of Saturday's doubleheader at Claude
Smith Field 4-3 to clinch the series and completed the
three-game sweep with a 13-7 win in the series finale.

In game one, Kennesaw State took a three-run lead
into the sixth inning, but aided by a Josh Thompson
home run Mercer put a three-spot on the board to tie
the contest.  

The Bears (28-20, 13-8 A-Sun) took the lead for
good the following inning.  With one out, Matt
Crawford beat out a grounder to short for an infield
single, proceeded to steal second base and advanced
to third on an overthrow by catcher Jace Whitmer.
The next batter, Billy Shaughnessy, registered the
game-winning run batted in with a double to deep left
field.

The first game of the twin bill also featured solid
outings from Mercer right-hander Boone Webster and
KSU lefty Casey Rogers.  Webster gave up three runs
on eight hits in six innings of work.  The junior fanned
two and issued four free passes.  Rogers allowed three
runs on four hits in 5 2/3 innings while striking out
three and walking one.

In the series finale, Mercer enjoyed a 7-2 lead fol-
lowing two innings of play and hung on for the win.
The Bears out-hit the Owls 20-12 in the high-scoring
affair.  It marked the second time in eight games that
Mercer recorded 20 or more hits.

Crawford and Shaughnessy led the way in the dou-
bleheader.  Crawford finished the day 6-for-10 with
four runs scored and a stolen base, and Shaughnessy
chipped in going 6-for-9 with three RBIs and crossed
the plate four times and was stupendous in the field
making numerous web gems throughout the day.

Following a pair of scoreless frames to open game
one, the Owls took a 1-0 lead.  The top two batting
average leaders in the A-Sun, Jacob Robbins and
Martin Baker, began the inning with back-to-back sin-
gles.  Baker then scored his team-high 47th run on a
single by Whitmer.

The Bears had a chance to answer back in their half
of the third loading the bases with no outs, but a field-
er's choice forcing out John Dortch at home, a foul out
to the catcher and a fly out to center field ended the
scoring threat.

Mercer also played some stellar defense as KSU put
runners at second and third with one out in the fourth,
but on a fly out by Tyler Stubblefield right fielder Josh
Thompson fired a strike to home plate that gunned
down Matt Dallas to retire the side.

The Owls (24-21, 6-12 A-Sun) increased their lead
to three in the sixth frame as Andrew Martin and
Jerome Wooley registered back-to-back run-scoring
singles. 

Mercer's offense finally got untracked in the bottom
of the sixth as they were able to tie the score at three.
Crawford led off with an infield single and advanced
to third on a Shaughnessy double.  Crawford then
scored on a wild pitch and Thompson followed with
his eighth homer, a two-run jack over the left-field
fence.

Justin Freeman (1-2) was charged with the loss after
giving up the game-winning run on two hits in 1 1/3
innings.

Gearrin picked up his second save in as many days,
giving him 11 on the year and putting him in a tie for
the conference lead.

KSU cracked the scoreboard in the first inning of
the second game taking an early 1-0 advantage.

Mercer answered right back in the bottom of the
first taking a 3-1 lead on four hits.  Shaughnessy start-
ed the rally and Thompson followed with an infield
single.
