Mercer dropped a heartbreaker at Georgia State on Wednesday. The Bears took
a three-run lead into the bottom of the seventh, but the Panthers rallied with a five-
run inning and held on to win, 10-8. Mercer out-hit Georgia State 13-11, but two
crucial errors proved costly as only five of GSU’s 10 runs were earned.

Blake Quarles gave the Bears a solid outing as he allowed three runs, two earned,
on four hits in four innings of work. The senior southpaw set a season high with
five strikeouts. Josh Lowey was tagged with the hard-luck loss giving up a pair of
unearned runs in 2/3 of an inning.

Freshman Michael Langley had the best game of his young career going 3-for-3
with two runs scored. Josh Thompson continued to swing the bat well chipping in
with a 2-for-4 effort and two RBIs. Steve Karwatt, who is tied with Thompson for
the team lead in multi-hit games with 11, went 2-for-3 with a double and scored a
run. Mike Armstrong hit a solo home run to lead off the second inning and Eric
Renfroe scored a pair of runs in the contest. Six of the Mercer starters crossed the
plate in the game.

Head Coach - Fourth Season

Mercer head coach Craig Gibson has
helped put the Bears among the elite squads in
the Atlantic Sun Conference heading into 2007.
Last season, Gibson led Mercer to its best fin-
ish since 1999, earning a 34-26 mark and a
third-place  finish in the conference.
Highlighting the season were victories over No.
1 Florida and No. 1 Clemson. Closer Andrew Urena finished sec-
ond in the nation in saves with 15, and earned All-America honors
from several publications. Urena was chosen by the Chicago
White Sox during the 11th round of the June major league base-
ball draft. Brantley New was also drafted last June in the 27th
round by the Boston Red Sox, but elected to return to Mercer for
his senior year. The Bears also finished over .500 in back-to-back
seasons for the first time since 1982-83. Due to the recent success,
Gibson has been able to land top-flight recruits, as Collegiate
Baseball tabbed Mercer’s 2007 recruiting class among the nation’s
top tier.

In 2005, Gibson guided the Bears back above .500, mark-
ing the first time Mercer had finished the season with a winning
record since 1999. In the process, the Bears set a new school
record with eight shutouts and defeated Southwest Missouri State,
who finished the season ranked in the Top 25.

Gibson became the third head coach at Mercer
University since 1948 at the start of the 2004 season. Barry Myers
hung up his spikes after 26 years at Mercer and the Bears did not
have to go far to find their new leader.

In his first campaign as head coach, Gibson led his young

squad to a 20-35 record, a nine-win improvement from the previ-
ous season. The 2004 Bears had just three seniors on the roster,
and of the eight juniors on the squad, only one had played for
Mercer in 2003. The rest of the junior class had transferred to
Mercer looking for a chance to win.

Mercer opened the 2004 season with a victory over
Florida A&M for Gibson’s first career win on January 24, 2004.
On March 20, 2004, the Bears defeated Jacksonville 2-0, for
Gibson’s first Atlantic Sun Conference victory. The Bears won
two of three games against Troy on April 23-24, 2004 for the first
conference series win during the Craig Gibson Era.

Gibson started his career at Mercer as a player.
His junior year, the hard-hitting first baseman earned Atlantic Sun
Conference Player of the Year honors, while leading the Bears to
the Atlantic Sun Tournament and a second-place finish in the reg-
ular season.

Following his playing career, Gibson served as
a graduate assistant coach on Myers’ staff. He then took over as
the head baseball coach at Jupiter Community High School in
Jupiter, Fla., for two years before moving over to Suncoast
Community High School in Riviera Beach, Fla., for one season.
Gibson wrapped up his high school coaching career in 1993 as the
head coach at Palm Beach Gardens High School in Palm Beach,
Fla.

In August 1993, Gibson got the call to come home and
serve as an assistant under Myers. With his strong ties to Mercer
and a wealth of coaching experience, it made Athletics Director
Bobby Pope’s choice an easy one when he elevated Gibson to the
head job following Myers resignation.

During his time as an assistant, Gibson coached four
players who were drafted by the Major Leagues and helped lead
Mercer to two A-Sun divisional titles. The Bears also advanced to
the A-Sun Tournament three times, finishing as high as third in
1999. The 1999 team was one of the best Gibson worked with,
finishing in a tie for third place in the A-Sun at 19-11 and going
36-24 overall.

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A Look at the Bison

For Lipscomb (16-15, 2-4 A-Sun) the season has been a tale of
two halves thus far. The Bison began the season 13-6, but has gone 3-9
since their lofty start. Lipscomb has enjoyed moderate success against
the SEC going 3-3, including a 4-3 win over Auburn and taking two of
three games at LSU. They were defeated by then No. 1 Vanderbilt and
edged by Tennessee, 4-3. The only common opponent Lipscomb and
Mercer have played is Auburn, whom the Bears lost to on Mar. 27. The
Bison lost their first two conference series, dropping two of three at
Gardner-Webb and versus UNF.

Sophomore right-hander Brandon McClurg is currently second
in the A-Sun in ERA (2.28) and opponents batting average (.192).
Mercer leads the league in strikeouts, but Lipscomb is no slouch them-
selves as Rex Brothers and Rob Smithson are tied for seventh in the
league with 44 K’s apiece. Also, Brothers (5-1) is also tied for third with
five wins and Taylor Merry is tied for seventh with four saves.

Offensively, the Bison are paced by Ryan Wilkins who is ninth
in the A-Sun with a .356 batting average. Caleb Joseph finds himself in
the top 10 in four categories including doubles (17, 1st), RBIs (29,
T6th), total bases (69, 6th) and slugging percentage (.600, 5th). Casey
Bond has notched 11 stolen bases on the season, good for a fifth-place
tie in the Atlantic Sun.

Jeff Forehand is in his first season at the helm of the Lipscomb
program. Forehand sports a career record of 211-142-1 in six seasons at
Trevecca Nazarene University, a NAIA school in Nashville.

Mercer leads the all-time series over Lipscomb, 5-4. The Bears
took two of three last season in Nashville, winning the series opener 9-
1, but dropping the second contest, 5-3. Mercer came back for an 11-7
win in the finale.

"We were confident with Steve
(Karwatt) at the plate in that situation, even with two
strikes we were confident he would get a good part of
the bat on the ball."

The Bears tied up the game at four in the ninth as
JU closer Matt Davis blew his first save of the season
in five tries. Billy Shaughnessy led off the inning
with a double down the right-field line and Josh
Thompson advanced him to third with a ground out.
Armstrong then scored Shaughnessy with a base hit
up the middle.

Mercer (19-11, 4-3 A-Sun) was the beneficiary of
11 walks and managed 16 hits in the contest, but
stranded 17 runners on base and made four outs on the
base paths including two caught stealing, one pick off
and had a runner gunned down at third base.

The Bears' pitching staff did an outstanding job as
three pitchers combined to limit the Dolphins to one
hit in the last eight innings of the ball game.

Thompson led the way for the Bears with a 3-for-5
effort and one run scored.
